The Sacramento County Farm Bureau, Young Farmers & Ranchers Agricultural Scholarship is
designed to give financial aid to students residing in Sacramento County with a desire to pursue
an education in the field of agriculture. This scholarship is based on scholastic achievement,
leadership skills and agricultural involvement. You must be enrolled in a two or four year
college of your choice.

When you send your application, it should be accompanied by the following items:

» Un-official high school transcript

» A one-page typed essay on the applicant's “interest in agriculture and future intentions to
work in the field of agriculture™ (see below for details)

» Three (3) sealed letters of recommendation (relatives cannot be considered)

If for some reason any of these items cannot be sent in with your application, but are
postmarked by April 1, 2012, they will automatically be included in your application packet for
consideration.

IF ANY ITEM, OR YOUR APPLICATION PACKET, IS POSTMARKED AFTER April
1, 2012, IT WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED.

PERSONAL ESSAY: A one-page typed essay explaining the applicant's interest in agriculture
must also be submitted. The essay should include:

» The field of agriculture in which you are interested.

« Extracurricular activities

« Awards or honors received

* A brief summary why Young Farmers & Ranchers should consider you as a scholarship
recipient. Please be as specific as possible.

INTERVIEW: A group of finalists will be selected and contacted for interviews by the Young
Farmers & Ranchers Interview Committee. These interviews will take place in April. Finalists
will be notified of the date, time and place of the interview. Scholarship recipients will be
notified by May 1, 2012.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE: Any high school senior residing or attending school in Sacramento
County, entering a two or four year accredited college or university majoring in agriculture or an
agricultural-related field. The student must enroll in at least twelve (12) academic units in their
first semester or quarter during the year of the scholarship award. You do not need to be a Farm
Bureau member to be eligible for this scholarship.




CRITERIA USED TO SELECT A WINNER: Awards are made based on agricultural
involvement, leadership skills, career goals, scholastic achievement and a personal interview.

WHAT IS THE DEADLINE? All information requested in the application packet must be
postmarked or delivered by April 1, 2012. Applications postmarked after this date will not
be considered.

HOW SCHOLARSHIPS ARE_ AWARDED: Scholarships will be issued to the recipients
upon Sacramento County Farm Bureau, Young Farmers & Ranchers receiving a copy of each of
the recipients' class schedule. This schedule must confirm an agricultural-related major and a
total of at least 12 units in the 1st semester or quarter.
